	The Year 3 English program is based on the following text: Where the Forest Meets the Sea by Jeannie Baker,  Dust Echoes - The Mimis, Enora and the Black Crane by Arone 
Students will:

· Learn how to read more demanding texts and how to comprehend their meaning.

· Write Informative text on the themes that are evident in these books.

· Discuss and research Aboriginal culture based on the issues in the text, ‘Enora and the Black Crane’.

· Discuss and research the themes from ‘Where the Forest Meets the Sea’. These themes include the environment and protection of the Australian rainforest.

· Students will be looking at the various language features and grammatical structures from these texts and using them in their own writing. This includes the use of commas, plurals, tense and common nouns.

· Students will be communicating in formal and informal classroom activities. They will be performing role plays and learning about the safe use of technology in the classroom.

· Students will be working on oral and written comprehension tasks based on the texts being studied.

· Students will use their knowledge of letter-sound correspondences to spell familiar and unfamiliar words.

· Each class will have a word bank based on words learnt in our shared reading books that will be on display in the classroom and added to throughout the term.

· Students will be participating in guided reading where they are grouped together to read, discuss and comprehend levelled books with the teacher each day.

· Students will be learning Foundation Handwriting based on lessons from the textbook and the teacher modelling cursive handwriting on the board.

	Mathematics

	Measurement and Geometry - Time 

MA2-13MG -  reads and records time in one-minute intervals and converts between hours, minutes and seconds

Measurement and Geometry- Mass

Measurement and Geometry- Three Dimensional shapes

	Measurement- Time 

Students will tell time to the nearest minute and investigate the relationship between units of time.  They will use the words ‘past’ and ‘to’ when telling time and record in words various times shown on analogue and digital clocks.

Number and Algebra- Multiplication and Division  

Students will be recalling multiplication facts of 2, 3, 5 and 10 and related division facts. They will recognise and use symbols for multiplication and division. Students will link multiplication and division facts using arrays and will solve a variety of problems using effective mental and written strategies.

Measurement and Geometry- Mass 

The students will be learning about Measurement with the focus being on Mass. Students will be using formal units of kilograms, grams and using measuring scales.

Measurement and Geometry: Volume & Capacity 

The students will be learning about Measurement with the focus being on volume, informal units of volume and capacity, millilitres, litres, cubic centimetres and the volume of rectangular prisms.

Measurement and Geometry- Three Dimensional shapes  

Students will make models of three-dimensional objects and describe key features.  They will investigate, make and identify the variety of nets that can be used to create a prism. Students will also describe similarities and differences between various three-dimensional shapes.

	Religion

Studies in Religion are based on Christianity and in particular the Maronite faith. The students will study the Feast Days and important times of the religious calendar, whilst also studying the Bible and its teachings.
The topics studied follow the Sharing Our Story document developed by the Catholic Education Office, Diocese of Parramatta.

	Talking and Listening to God

This unit leads students into understanding the true meaning of prayer and its purpose in our lives. They are taught the various forms of prayers. Students will:

· Become aware that there is a variety of ways to pray. They bring a wide range of experiences and understandings of prayer. Their personalities will influence the nature of their participation in prayer and their preferences for particular forms of prayer.

· Display a developing sense of an understanding of time and the sequence of events. They have a new understanding of rules and are developing a moral framework that stresses consequences, fairness and equal treatment.

· Respond to different forms of prayer and the educational value of liturgies is enhanced when they are involved in preparation of the sacred space, music, prayers and readings.

	Visual Arts 
Children have been reading the text, ‘Where the Forest Meets the Sea, by Jeannie Baker. Students will use this text and prior knowledge to formulate a collage of what they describe the forest to look like. Children will be using items collected on a walk and other suitable items found at home to construct their three-dimensional collage. Throughout the text the concept of deforestation is present and therefore this has affected the animanls. Children will create an Aboriginal dot painting using an outline of an extinct animal.

Drama
Children will participate in a role play involving one of the Glorious mysteries of the Rosary. Children will work in small groups and re-enact that particular scene.

Music 
Children will be given the opportunity to listen to various traditional music such as Aboriginal and Indian Music and explore the different instruments used. The students will have a deeper understanding of the musical concepts such as Pitch, Structure, Dynamics and student compositions.
