	English

	· Reading & Viewing: The students will participate in a variety of reading activities on a daily basis, including reading in groups, reading independently or with a teacher. At all times, students will be encouraged to read for meaning as well as apply a range of strategies for decoding unknown words. Reading groups are ability based in order to cater for students’ learning needs.
· Writing & Representing: Throughout the year, children will be exposed to a range of text types and develop writing skills in each of the genres. At all times, they are encouraged to self-correct before conferencing with a teacher.
· Spelling: The students have spelling homework every week as well as a spelling test. If students receive full marks two weeks in a row, they move up a quota level (an extra two words).
· Speaking and Listening: Speaking and listening are skills which the students will acquire in English as well as other Key Learning Areas. They will be encouraged to listen to instructions, information and fellow students in a variety of contexts. Students will have opportunities to give oral presentations in informal and formal situations in order to recognise the appropriateness of speech in different settings.

	The Year 3 English program is based on the following text: Enora and the Black Crane by Arone, Dust Echoes - The Mimis, Where the Forest Meets the Sea by Jeannie Baker
Students will:
· Develop their understanding of how stories can be communicated using both still and moving images.  

· Analyse a variety of texts, both written and visual 
· Interpret the settings, events, characters and themes expressed in the taught texts. 
· Develop their understanding of Dreamtime stories, sustainability and the past, present and future.

· Learn how to read more demanding texts and how to comprehend their meaning.

· Write Informative text on the themes that are evident in these books.

· Discuss and research Aboriginal culture based on the issues in the text, ‘Enora and the Black Crane’.

· Discuss and research the themes from ‘Where the Forest Meets the Sea’. These themes include the environment and protection of the Australian rainforest.

· Students will be looking at the various language features and grammatical structures from these texts and using them in their own writing. This includes the use of commas, plurals, tense and common nouns.

· Students will be communicating in formal and informal classroom activities. They will be performing role plays and learning about the safe use of technology in the classroom.

· Students will be working on oral and written comprehension tasks based on the texts being studied.

· Students will use their knowledge of letter-sound correspondences to spell familiar and unfamiliar words.

· Each class will have a word bank based on words learnt in our shared reading books that will be on display in the classroom and added to throughout the term.

· Students will be participating in guided reading where they are grouped together to read, discuss and comprehend levelled books with the teacher each day.

· Students will be learning Foundation Handwriting based on lessons from the textbook and the teacher modelling cursive handwriting on the board.

	Mathematics

The Working Mathematically Strand will be incorporated in all other strands of Mathematics. 

	Measurement and Geometry - Time 

MA2-13MG -  reads and records time in one-minute intervals and converts between hours, minutes and seconds

	Measurement- Time 

Students will tell time to the nearest minute and investigate the relationship between units of time.  They will use the words ‘past’ and ‘to’ when telling time and record in words various times shown on analogue and digital clocks.

Number and Algebra- Multiplication and Division  

Students will be recalling multiplication facts of 2, 3, 5 and 10 and related division facts. They will recognise and use symbols for multiplication and division. Students will link multiplication and division facts using arrays and will solve a variety of problems using effective mental and written strategies.

Measurement and Geometry- Mass 

The students will be learning about Measurement with the focus being on Mass. Students will be using formal units of kilograms, grams and using measuring scales.

Measurement and Geometry: Volume & Capacity 

The students will be learning about Measurement with the focus being on volume, informal units of volume and capacity, millilitres, litres, cubic centimetres and the volume of rectangular prisms.

Statistics and Probability- Chance  In Chance, Students list all possible outcomes of everyday events, and describe and compare chance events in social and experimental contexts.

	Religion
Studies in Religion are based on Christianity and in particular the Maronite faith. The students will study the Feast Days and important times of the religious calendar, whilst also studying the Bible and its teachings.
The topics studied follow the Sharing Our Story document developed by the Catholic Education Office, Diocese of Parramatta.

	Mary: A Woman of Faith

In the unit, Mary: A Woman of Faith, students will explore gospel stories which tell of Mary’s faithfulness. They will be encouraged to learn from the example of Mary and her response to God. They will have opportunities to honour Mary through liturgy and prayer.

Reaching Out with Jesus
In the unit, Reaching out with Jesus, students will explore the nature and challenges of Christian missions through their study of Jesus’ instructions to the apostles in, The Mission of the twelve (Lk 9:1-26). There is an emphasis on students applying this understanding of mission to the global reality.

	Visual Arts 
Children have been reading the text, ‘Where the Forest Meets the Sea, by Jeannie Baker. Students will use this text and prior knowledge to formulate a collage of what they describe the forest to look like. Children will be using items collected on a walk and other suitable items found at home to construct their three-dimensional collage. Throughout the text the concept of deforestation is present and therefore this has affected the animals. Children will create an Aboriginal dot painting using an outline of an extinct animal.

Students engage in a variety of dance elements such as time, actions, dynamics space, relationships and structure. Students will recognise the importance of dance within the Aboriginal traditions and customs.
