The
questions you ask should engage your child in conversation that allows them the opportunity to give a detailed
response. Positive questions will allow you as a parent, to gain a deeper understanding of the day that your child
has experienced. Some examples of questions that may lead to a quality conversation with your child include:

1. What was the best thing that happened at school today?
Tell me something that made you laugh today.
How did you help somebody today? How did somebody help you?
What was the most interesting thing that you learnt today?
What did you read and/or write about in class today?
